Genesis 33:1-20 
 

And Jacob lifted up his eyes, and looked, and, behold, Esau came, and with him four hundred men. And he divided the children unto 
Leah, and unto Rachel, and unto the two handmaids. And he put the handmaids and their children foremost, and Leah and her children 
after, and Rachel and Joseph hindermost. And he passed over before them, and bowed himself to the ground seven times, until he 
came near to his brother. And Esau ran to meet him, and embraced him, and fell on his neck, and kissed him: and they wept. And he 
lifted up his eyes, and saw the women and the children; and said, Who are those with thee?

And Jacob journeyed to Succoth, and built him an house, and made booths for his cattle: therefore the name of the 
place is called Succoth. And Jacob came to Shalem, a city of Shechem, which is in the land of Canaan, when he came from Padan-
aram; and pitched his tent before the city. And he bought a parcel of a field, where he had spread his tent, at the hand of the children 
of Hamor, Shechem’s father, for an hundred pieces of money.
